Answer Questions 1-50 inclusive on the answer sheet provided (TRUE or FALSE)

1. R1 is stealing 2B on a foul tip. The umpire must call "Time" and return the runner to 1B.

2. F2 attempts to pick off R1, R1 returns to the orange portion before the tag and is ruled safe.

3. Ball players should be allowed to wear their caps with the peaks turned backwards if they so choose.

4. F5 was legally substituted for, one inning later re-enters the game without being announced, when appealed, the umpire should eject the player and the manager.

5. The home team is losing by one run after five and a half complete innings. The home team scores two runs in the bottom of the 6th inning, but the game is called due to weather conditions, before the home team has completed its turn at bat. The umpire rules this is a regulation game with the home team winning?

6. R2 and the batter has a count of 3 balls and 1 strike. The defensive coach calls time and starts to step out of the dugout. The pitcher in his/her pause removes one hand from the ball and steps back off the pitching rubber. The plate umpire calls an illegal pitch and awards the batter, ball 4 and advances R2 to 3B.

7. B1 hits a double using a baseball bat that has been reduced in diameter to softball size. The umpire rules that the bat is an altered bat. B1 is out, the ball is dead and runners may not advance. B1 is ejected from the game for using an altered bat.

8. R1 and R2, a pitched ball bounds past the catcher, ending up out of bounds. The umpire should advance the runners one base.

9. A delayed dead ball should be called on obstruction.

10. For the sake of the game and to get the right call, an umpire should reverse a wrong call made by one of the other umpires.

11. A protest should be allowed or considered on a question of whether a batted ball did or did not clear the fence in flight.

12. A thrown ball to any base for a force out which is caught with the glove over the ball on the ground, is not a trapped ball.

13. The distance from home plate to 1st base is discovered to be incorrect at the bottom of the third inning, the umpire waits until the inning is concluded to correct the problem.

14. If the bat approval notice cannot be read due to wear and tear on the bat, the bat will not be permitted in play.

15. An ineligible player may be used as a replacement player in the case of a player being removed due to the blood rule since this action is not a substitution.

16. A game that is called for bad weather in the top of the 4th inning is considered to be a regulation game.

17. Resin must be kept on the ground behind the pitcher's plate when not in use.

18. A batter is caught using a bat on the ASA non-approved list. The umpire declares the batter as out and ejects him/her from the game.

19. R1 with 1 out, batter hits a ground ball to F4, who makes a play on the ball and fails to catch the ball. The ball rolls behind him and R1 contacts F4 as F4 steps backwards to retrieve the ball. The umpire signals obstruction and upon completion of the play, awards R1 2nd base.

20. R1, R2, and R3 and no outs. Defensive head coach requests time which is granted and proceeds to go to the mound for the first time that inning to talk to Fl. At the same time the assistant coach for the defensive team calls F5 and F6 together and confers with them (in fair territory in the infield). Both coaches then leave the field at the same time. The umpire charges two conferences to the defense.

21. A pitched ball is hit hard on the ground. The batted ball deflects off the second baseman and makes contact with the base umpire. The ball is alive and still in play.

22. The pitcher throws a pitch to the batter before the batter is prepared to receive the pitch the umpire rules a "No Pitch".

23. To be considered, a protest must be lodged prior to the next pitch, legal or illegal.

24. A fielder while in possession of the ball cannot be called for obstruction.

25. B1 enters the batter's box with a metal bat. The umpire notices that the bat has a large flat area on the barrel end. He rules the bat illegal and removes the bat from play and then continues play. This is the correct action.

26. The replacement runner, who is always the last out, is legal for a catcher who is on base with 2 outs.

27. The plate umpire must have a consensus of all of the umpires on the diamond to call a game due to darkness.

28. R1, no outs. Fl commits an illegal pitch but the batter hits the ball for a single and reaches first base safely. R1 touches 2nd base starts toward 3rd base, hesitates and then returns to second and is tagged out. The umpire rules the runner out.

29. A pitch goes behind the batter's head and strikes the bat. The ball lands and is touched in fair territory. This is an illegally batted ball.

30. The batter swings at a pitched ball and hits the ball fair. The pitched ball contacted part of the batter's hand while holding the bat. The umpire should declare a "Dead Ball" and a "Strike" on the batter.

31. The batter hits a pitched ball to the outfield. The fielder removes his cap and controls the ball with his cap before the ball touches the ground in fair territory. The umpire rules this an illegally caught ball and awards the batter three bases from the time of the pitch.

32. An appeal play is a play where the onus is on the offended team to bring an infraction of a rule to the attention of the umpire, before any action can be taken by the umpire.

33. Regardless of where the ball is hit, infield or outfield, the BR is required to use the foul portion of the double base on their first attempt when a play is made on them.

34. In a minor girl's game, the 1st. base coach of the visiting team is one of the players from the visiting team's roster. She is not required to wear a helmet.

35. There are 2 outs. The coach requests time to inform the umpire the runner on base will be the catcher next inning and wishes to use a replacement runner. This is legal.

36. R3 with 2 out. The batter has a count of 2 balls and 2 strikes. The batter swings and misses for strike 3. The catcher fails to catch the ball and the R3 crosses home plate before the batter runner is thrown out at first base. The umpire scores the run.

37. Just prior to starting to pitch the pitcher steps back off of the pitching rubber then proceeds to begin the pitch. The umpire calls an "illegal pitch" and awards a ball to the batter.

38. The batter runs through the batter's box, does not make contact with the ball and ends up outside the batter's box. The batter is out.

39. If the ball goes out of play, the dead ball appeal cannot be made until the umpire places a new ball into the game.

40. R1, batter hits a fly ball to F9, not knowing if the ball is going to be caught R1 stays tagged at 1st base. The BR passes R1. The ball is not caught and is called foul by the plate umpire. The BR is out for passing the proceeding runner.

41. R3, the pitched ball gets past F2. R3 breaks for home but stops halfway down the baseline, and starts back to 3rd base, ultimately getting caught in a rundown. F5 obstructs R3 in the attempt to get back to 3rd base. The umpire declares the ball dead only after the play has been completed.

42. R2 and two out. Just before the pitcher releases the ball in a legal delivery to the plate, the plate umpire calls, "Dead Ball!" points to R2 and declares, "Runner is out for a lead off." The offensive team seeks to lodge a protest claiming that it is the base umpire's call. The protest is received, considered and rejected as invalid.

43. The PU should rule the ball dead and B1 out for hitting a foul ball with the toe of his foot in contact with home plate.

44. In a game where the double base is being used, a legally batted ball makes contact with half on the white portion and half on the orange. This is a foul ball.

45. Anyone who is receiving warm-up pitches from a pitcher can do so without a mask, throat protector and helmet if they remain in a standing position.

46. Manager of Team A submits his line-up to the official scorekeeper 30 minutes prior to the scheduled game start time. Starting player Davis is injured during the warm-up. The manager inserts Kelsey, for the injured Davis, into the line​up at the home plate conference. This is considered a substitution and Davis may re-enter the game late as he was a starting player.

47. A game that is tied after seven complete innings will continue in the eighth inning with a base runner starting at second base. The base runner starting at second base is the last player called out in the seventh inning for the team at bat.

48. The pitcher comes to the required stop for one second. The pitcher then takes the ball in the pitching hand back past the hip, and then makes a complete revolution, passing the hip a second time, before releasing the ball. This is a legal delivery by the pitcher.

49. The batter is in the batter's box and as the pitch is released, steps out to tie her shoe lace. The ball goes through the strike zone. The plate umpire calls time as the batter stepped out of the batter's box.

50. It is umpire interference if; on a passed ball, wild pitch, or a throw from the catcher; the ball hits the umpire.

51. Defensive player F5 is injured (and blood showing through his pants) when B4 slides into 3rd base. The replacement player inserted for F5 was the starting pitcher, who had been removed from the pitcher's position due to excessive conferences by the manager. The umpire correctly allows this replacement player.

52. B1 hits a fair ball that ricochets off F3 into foul territory. The double base is being used. F3 retrieves the ball and 81 and F3 are side by side running to 1st base. F3 reaches the foul portion before B1 reaches the fair or foul portion. The umpire calls B1 out?

53. There is a runner at 2nd with one out. The batter hits the pitched ball for a single and loses her helmet unintentionally as she leaves the batter's box. The right fielder retrieves the batted ball and throws it toward home in an effort to retire R2 at the plate. The thrown ball makes contact with the batter's helmet. R2 scores on the play. This is not interference and the ball remains alive.
54. The FLEX player may bat or run for the DP or his/her substitute.

55. If an illegal pitch is hit into play, the ball is live and in play. At the completion of the play on option will be given to the offensive coach if the BR does not reach 1st base and all other runners advance one base safely.

56. The batter hits a pitched ball on the ground. While the BR is advancing toward 1st base, the discarded bat rolls against the ball in fair territory. The ball then rolls foul. The umpire rules the ball dead and the batter is out.

57. There is a runner at 2nd base. The batter hits a pitched ball past the shortstop that is playing inside the base path. The batted ball touches R2 while he is off base and is deflected toward foul territory. R2 is out for interference.

58. R1 with one out. The batter hits a pitched ball for a double. R1 scores but misses 2nd base. The ball is returned to the pitcher who throws the ball to F4 standing on second base and appeals R1 missing the base. This would be considered a live ball appeal.

59. The batter hits a pitched ball over the outfield fence for a home run. The BR falls down as he attempts to run the bases and is injured and unable to continue to play. A substitute can be inserted into the game at this time to complete the running of the bases and validate the home run.

60. R1 and R2, one out. The ball is a short fly ball to where the short stop should be standing. Left fielder runs in and makes an amazing flying catch and lands head first in the dirt, where the ball dribbles out of her glove. The PU calls the BR out on the infield fly.

61. After the batter rattles a sharply hit foul ball nearly hitting the on-deck batter, the on-deck batter requests time to move to the opposite side on-deck circle. The umpire should allow this request.

62. Youth players are prohibited from wearing metal cleats on their shoes.

63. The DP is batting for the FLEX. In the fourth inning, a player is legally substituted for the FLEX. Later in the same inning, the coach informs the plate umpire that the original FLEX player is re-entering the game and will be batting for the DP. This is a legal move.

64. R2, R3, one out. Batter hits a long fly ball to F8 who catches the ball. R3 tags up after the catch but R2 leaves the base before F8 touches the ball. R3 crosses home plate before an appeal is made at 2nd base for R2 leaving early. The run scores.

65. The defensive coach requests time and goes to the mound to talk to the pitcher. The pitcher is removed from the pitching position and placed at 1st base. The new pitcher warms up and throws one pitch. The Coach requests time and from the dugout, instructs the new pitcher to go and play 1st base, then brings the pitcher he just removed, back into the pitching position. The umpire allows the pitcher 5 warm-up pitches.

66. Prior to the game, the umpire locates an illegal warm-up bat in the dugout. The bat is removed from the game and the manager notified accordingly. During the game, the umpire notices that a player of the team is using the illegal warm-up bat that was previously removed. The player using the bat is ejected from the game.

67. B1 sets up in the front of the batter's box. F2 sets up in the front of the catcher's box, but not too close. During the pitch, B1 moves to the back of the batter's box, but remains in the box. B1, in attempting to hit the ball, contacts F2's glove. The umpire rules catcher's obstruction?

68. R1 and R3. A fair ball is hit and strikes an umpire after the ball has passed the pitcher and before another fielder had the chance to make an out. The umpire takes no action and the BR ends up at first base and R3 scores and R1 ends up at 3rd base. This is the proper action.

69. R1 and R2, one out. B1 hits a pitch above the infield. The plate umpire signals and calls an infield fly. F6 handles the ball and intentionally drops it and then tags R2 who has wandered off 2nd base. The plate umpire calls "Dead Ball" and enforces the infield fly.

70. R1, 2 out. BR swings and misses strike three. BR takes off to 1st base, R1 heads to 2nd base. F2 misses the ball. The ball rebounds off of the boards on the bottom of the back stop and heads toward the on deck batter. The on deck batter picks up the ball and throws it to the pitcher. The pitcher then throws to F3 at 1st. base for a play on the BR, but not in time and the umpire rules the BR safe at 1st base.

71. R1, R2 and 2 out. A declared illegal pitcher has returned to the pitching position and thrown one pitch (legal or illegal); he and his manager are ejected from the game. This is an appeal play.

72. R2 and R3, two out. The batter strikes out, but the ball gets away from F2. The runners advance and R3 scores while R2 is thrown out at the plate. The BR failed to advance to 1st base and F2 after tagging R2, throws to 1st base for the force out on the BR. R3's run is scored.

73. R1 with one out. The first pitch to the next batter is a wild pitch that advances R1 to 2nd base. The defensive coach appeals that the batter is an unreported substitute. The PU removes the unreported substitute from the game, rules him ineligible, and a legal substitute assumes the count. R1 is brought back to 1st base.

74. R3. The batter hits a slow roller to the shortstop who throws to F2 in an attempt to retire R3. The throw is low and hits the batter's bat which is lying on the ground in front of home plate. The ball ricochets back to the fence after R3 crosses the plate. The BR advances to 2nd base. The umpire rules BR out for interference caused by the discarded bat.

75. R3. Fl pitches a ball to the batter which is not swung on by the batter, but is mishandled by the catcher. R3 threatens to come home on the play, forcing Fl to start to home, as well. F2 controls the ball and tosses it quickly back to Fl, who is standing with one foot outside the 8 foot circle. R3 is forced to make a decision, to return to 3rd base or to continue home or the umpire will call her out for a lead off.    
76. R3 and R2, one out. Both runners leave the base with the pitch as the batter squares to bunt. In her haste to catch the pitch F2 jumps forward and contacts the batter who is unable to bunt the ball. The umpire gives the offensive coach an option to take the result of the play or the award for catcher obstruction.

77. R1 is injured sliding back to 1st base when the ball is overthrown into the out of play area. The base umpire correctly awards R1 3rd base. R1 is unable to proceed to the awarded base, and is properly substituted. The substitute goes directly to 3rd base. After the PU has signaled to "Play Ball" the defense requests time and Fl appeals the substitute missed second base. The substitute runner is declared out.

78. Fl steps onto the pitcher's plate, puts hands together, and then takes the signal from F2. This is an illegal pitch and should be called when the pitcher breaks the hands to begin the pitch.

79. B1 stands completely in the batter's box but, far off the plate. A wild inside pitch is delivered. While attempting to avoid being hit, the batter ducks his head and steps completely out of the batter's box with his front foot. While his foot is on the ground, the pitched ball hits the knob of the bat and rolls foul. The plate umpire rules B1 out for hitting a ball while being out of the batter's box.

80. A line drive is hit hard. F6 dives and tries to catch a fair batted ball. The ball is trapped in the glove but its momentum pulls the glove off of F6's hand and the glove with the ball still trapped inside flies over foul territory. F5 catches the glove before it touches the ground and gets the ball rapidly from the glove to stop the play. The batter it declared out as this is a legally caught ball.

81. R1. A batter, while obstructed by the glove of the catcher, successfully hits the ball in the infield. In his excitement, and with the play developing at 1st base, the batter gets the base before the ball, but he fails to touch the 1st base. He has been put out in his attempt to come back to the base. During that R1 gets to third base safely. The umpire rules:

A. Catcher Obstruction on the batted ball, the batter is awarded 1st base, R1 stays at third.

B. Once a runner has passed a base, even if he misses it, he is considered to have reached that base. So, all action as a result of the batted ball stands.

C. An option is given to the manager of the offensive team. Taking the award for catcher obstruction or taking the result of the play.

D. Catcher Obstruction on the batted ball, the batter gets first base. R1 comes back to 2nd base.

82. 
R1 and the batter has a count of one ball, one strike. The pitcher delivers an illegal pitch that hits the batter. As the ball rolls to the backstop, R1 takes 2nd base and then, alertly, moves to 3rd base. The plate umpire:

A. Calls "Dead Ball" adds one ball the count and advances R1 to 2nd base.

B. Calls "Dead Ball" awards B1 1st base and advances (moves back) R1 to 2nd base.

C. Give the delayed Dead Ball signal; when the play ends, call "Time" and gives the offensive coach the option to have the illegal pitch enforced or take the result of the play.

D. Calls "Dead Ball" awards B1 1st base and allows R1 to remain at 3rd base.

83. 
No one on base and 1 out. Batter has a count of 3 balls and 1 strike. On the

next pitch the batter begins to swing and stops. The PU signals to the base umpire and asks "Swing?" BU replies, "yes" and signals a strike call. The

catcher then throws the ball to the third base player who throws the ball around to the other infielders. The rule is:

A. PU rules the count is now 3 balls and 2 strikes.

B. PU rules the play dead even though "Time" was not called.

C. PU rules "Ball 4" and the BR is awarded 1st base.

D. Because the catcher was confused, the PU warns the catcher and the count remains 3 balls and 2 strikes.

84. R2. Batter swings at strike 3 and misses the ball. The ball skips off the ground

and is caught by the catcher. R2 leaves on the pitch to steal 3rd base and makes it safely with no throw. Batter leaves the batter's box and walks towards the 3rd base bench area. Before entering the dugout, the batter realizes the ball hit the ground before the catcher caught it and turns and runs towards 1st base. Fl is standing on the rubber when she sees R2 heading home and the BR now running towards 1st base. Fl throws the ball to F2 to try to retire R2 at home. The throw is late. The ruling is:

A. Runner is safe at home, PU calls "Illegal Pitch" and the BR is awarded 2nd base.

B. BR is ruled out for not going directly to 1st base and R2 is returned to 3rd base.

C. BR is safe at 1st base and is awarded 2nd base on the illegal pitch, R2 scores and the next batter in the box is awarded a ball for the illegal pitch.

D. BR is safe at 1st base, R2 scores.

85. R1 and R3. The batter interferes with a play at home plate. R1 ends up at 3rd base. The umpire rules:

A. The ball is dead, the batter is out and the runners must return to the last base that, in the umpire's judgment, was touched at the time of the pitch.

B. The ball is dead, the batter is out and the runners must return to the last base that, in the umpire's judgment, was touched at the time of the interference.

C. The ball is dead, R3 is declared out, R1 is returned to the last base that, in the umpire's judgment, was touched at the time of the pitch.

D. None of the above.

86. Three umpire system. The BR hits line drive down first base fair/foul line. 1st base umpire goes out and signals fair, as it lands on the foul line. PU adamantly call "Foul, Foul". The BR continues to third base, F9 fields the ball

and comes up throwing to F4. Completion of play the PU calls the BR back to the batter's box. The offensive coach is granted "Time" to speak with the PU

and asks that he check with BU1. The PU declines and rules the ball, foul.

A. The PU has made a judgment call and no protest will be entertained.

B. The offensive coach protests on the grounds that it was not the PU's call to make. The protest is denied as this is not protestable.

C. The offensive coach protests the interpretation of the Plate Umpire's ruling. The protest is upheld. After the conference the BR is placed at 3rd base.

D. None of the above.

87. R1 and R2. On a hit shallow ground ball to F9, R1 is obstructed by F3 as he leaves first base and is heading to 2nd base. The umpire signals obstruction and determines in her mind that R1 will be protected to 2nd base; however, being a delayed dead ball, the play continues and F9 throws a dart to F5 in time to tag R2 as he rounds 3rd base, heading for home. R1, thinking that he was going to be tagged out at 2nd base if he kept going to 2nd base, holds up between 1st and 2nd base. F5 then throws to F4 who tags R1 out. The ruling is:

A. R1 is out because a play was made on a subsequent runner at 3rd base.

B. R1 is safe and awarded 2nd base because he cannot be called out between the bases where he was obstructed.

C. Obstruction is enforced immediately and a dead ball declared as soon as R1 was obstructed. R1 is awarded 2nd base and R3 is returned to 3rd base.

D. Obstruction is enforced immediately and a dead ball declared as soon as R1 was obstructed. R1 is returned to 1st base and R3 is returned to 3rd base.

88. R3, leaves with the pitch. The batter hits a fair fly ball to F9. Thinking that the ball will be caught the 3rd base coach grabs R3 and pushes her back towards 3rd base. The ball is not caught. R3 continues to home plate and scores. BR ends up on 2nd base. The Umpire rules:

A. R3 is out due to the coach's interference and leaves the BR at 2nd base.

B. R3 scores and BR is left at 2nd base.

C. Calls "Obstruction" and signals a delayed dead ball.

D. Calls "Time" and R3 is out for the coach's interference, BR is left at 1st base.

89. On a ground ball to F6, R2 advances toward 3rd base. R2 stops very close to F6, clearly trying to avoid interfering with the play. After fielding the ball F6 stands up and brushes R2 but there is no tag. R2 goes behind F6 continuing on to 3rd base. F6 pumps a throw to 1st base, but, suddenly, decides to throw to 3rd base trying to retire R2. Both R2 and BR are safe. The umpire decides:

A. Obstruction cannot be called because the fielder had the ball when contact occurred.

B. The contact cannot be interference because the fielder had already fielded the batted ball.

C. No call because of simple incidental contact.

D. All of the above.

90. R2. The batter hits a chopper toward 1st base. BR starts toward 1st base then stops and waits for F3 to tag him. When the defense gets close, the BR backs up, R2 has rounded 3rd base. What is the call?

A. BR is out, R2 stays at 3rd base.

B. BR is out, R2 is returned to 2nd base.

C. BR is out for interference, the runner closest to home is out.

D. BR can back up as much as they want to allow R2 to score.

91. R1, one out. The batter has a 3-2 count. On the next pitch, the ball hits the dirt and is caught by F2. The Plate umpire calls ball 4. R1 starts to go towards 2nd base and F2 throws the ball to second, the runner is tagged before he gets to the base but BU rules R1 safe on the walk to the batter. The BR reaches 1st base and the F2 asks the PU for a check swing. The question is asked of the BU who responds "Yes" and indicates "Out" signal, the batter did swing. The next ruling should be:

A. R1 is now declared out on the tag at 2nd base and the BR safe at 1st.

B. R1 is safe at 2nd base and the BR is safe at 1st.

C. R1 is returned to 1st base and the BR is declared out. 2 out.

D. R1 is out and the BR is out.

92. No runners on base and 1 out. The batter has a count of 3 balls 1 strike. On the next pitch the batter begins to swing and stops. The PU signals to the BU and asks "Swing?" BU replies "Yes" and signals the strike call. The catcher then throws the ball to F5 who throws the ball around to the other infielders. The PU rules:

A. The batter now has a count of 3 balls 2 strikes.

B. The ball is dead even though "Time" was not called.

C. Awards the batter ball 4 and sends the batter to 1st base.

D. Because F2 was confused, the umpire warns the catcher and the count remains 3 balls and 2 strikes.

93. R1 and R3, one out. The batter hits a ground ball to F5. F4 obstructs R1 who is attempting to go to 2nd base. R1 is injured (not seriously) on the contact and is unable to continue. R3 is thrown out by a wide margin at home plate. F2 then throws to F4 who tags R1. The umpire should:

A. Call "Obstruction" and signal a delayed dead ball. Allow the play to continue until there is a play on the obstructed runner. "Dead ball" is called with the play on R1, award R1 second base. BR is now at 1st base and R3 is out.

B. Call a "Dead Ball" place R1 at 2nd base, return R3 to 3rd base and BR is now on 1st base.

C. Call "Obstruction" and kill the play with Dead Ball. R3 is returned to 3rd base, R1 is awarded 2nd base and BR is now at 1st base.

D. Double play ball. R3 is out and R2 is out.
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94. For two consecutive pitches, R1 and R2 have been running with the pitch but not stealing. Immediately after F2 receives pitch three, he attempts to pick off R1. Seeing the throw to first base R3 takes off for home. R1 is obstructed going back to 1st base. The umpire signals F3 for obstruction; however, R1 makes it back to first base. F3 quickly throws the ball to the plate to try and get an out on R3 advancing to the plate. R3 is tagged out on the play. As F3 throws the ball to F2, R1 takes off for 2nd base. F2 fires the ball to F4 who tags R1 as he slides into second base. The umpire rules:

A. The play should have been stopped immediately when obstruction was called and signaled. R1 is awarded 2nd base and R3 remains at 3rd base.

B. The play should have been stopped immediately when the obstruction was call and signaled. R1 is awarded 1st base and R3 remains at 3rd base.

C. The play should have been stopped immediately when obstruction was called and signaled. R1 is awarded second base and R3 is awarded home.

D. R3 is out; R1 is out.

95. R1, the batter hits the ball to F9. R1 rounds second and is between 2nd base and fielder F6. The BR rounds first and heads to 2nd base. F9 throws to 3rd base and R1 retreats back to second and is standing on the bag with the BR (both are standing on 2nd base). F5 throws to F4 who tags both runners. Who is out?

A. R1.

B. BR.

C. Both R1 and BR.

D. Neither R1 nor BR.

96. Bases loaded. BR hits the ball to F9. R3 goes home, R2 rounds third and trips. The coach goes to help her, but does not aid her to get up. R1 passes R2 who is on the ground and scores. BR is now on 2nd base, with R2 on 3rd base when the ball is thrown back to the pitcher. The umpire rules:

A. Play stands as the coach did not physically assist R2.

B. "Time" is called. R1 is called out for passing a preceding runner. R2 is allowed to score as in the umpire's judgment she would have scored.

C. "Time" is called. R1 is called out for passing a preceding runner. R2 returns to 3rd base, with the BR on 2nd base.

D. "Time" is not called. When R1 passes R2, she is called out for passing. R2 would remain at 3rd base.

97. With a count of 2 balls and 1 strike, the batter hits a pop fly that hits the pitching plate (without touching a player) and then caroms into foul territory between home and 3rd base. F5 waits until the ball stops and then picks up the ball in foul territory. Meanwhile the BR has alertly rounded 1st base and has slid into 2nd base. The plate umpire:

A. Calls "Foul Ball" and brings BR back to the plate with a count of 2 balls and 2 strikes.

B. Point fair with his right hand and allows the play to stand.

C. Loudly calls "Fair Ball" as soon as the ball hits the pitcher's rubber.

D. Lets the play stand, calls, "Time" and brings B1 back to 1st base.

98. Fl for Team A receives the ball at the beginning of the inning in the circle. He begins digging a trench for his leap and drag. Fl throws one warm up pitch to F2, receives the ball back and begins digging again. F3 and F6 cone into the circle to help Fl dig and move dirt. Fl throws second pitch, and so on, until he completes throwing of his 5 warm-up pitches. The entire warm-up took 4 minutes. At the completion of the half inning Fl for Team B comes out and begins filling the trench left by Team A. This again takes time. The umpire rules:

A. Allows the actions to take place as the pitcher needs to be comfortable on the mound.

B. PU umpire goes to the Team A coach and asks him to speed up his pitcher. That for the second inning Fl will have 1 minute to throw 3 pitches.

C. PU, after 1 minute calls for "Play" and asks the batter to step into the batter's box. After 20 seconds the PU awards a ball to the batter. If the pitcher is not ready in another 20 seconds a second ball will be called and so on.

D. Both B and C.

99. The game is tied in the bottom of the seventh inning with the bases loaded and one out. The batter receives a walk and advances to and touches 1st base. R3 also advances and touches home plate scoring the winning run. R1 and R2 do not advance to their respective base but rather join in the celebration at home plate. The defense appeals that R1 did not touch 2nd base. The umpire rules:

A. The appeal would not be heard as when R3 touched home plate the game is over.

B. R3's run would not count because R1 is out on the force out.

C. R3's run will count as R2 is no longer forced to go to 3rd base with the appeal upheld.

D. None of the above.

100. The visiting team is ahead in the bottom of the seventh inning by one run with R3 and two outs. The batter bunts a pitched ball on the ground. The ball rolls out towards the pitcher's plate slowly. Simultaneously a second ball from another diamond lands about a foot from the originally hit ball. Four players converge on the ball. There is a chance for a play for an out at 1st base. One of the defensive players picks up one of the balls and makes a play on the BR, for an out. R3 has scored from 3rd base prior to the out at 1st. What is the ruling:

A. Call time the second the ball from the other diamond enters the field of play.

B. Allow play to continue; once play has ceased, the umpire crew should conference. They should determine if the correct ball was the one played by the defense, if the correct ball was thrown, BR will be out at first base and R3's run would not count.
